App Synopsis : 
Vlad's Vampire Bats is a brand new interactive children's story for Halloween. Vlad is a lonely Vampire 
with a strange gift: whatever he touches turns into bats! His luck changes one day when he meets Vera, 
a bat-lover who accepts him for who he is. This is an original children's e-book story with great message:
that it’s ok to be di�erent. It's also a story that's meant to be touched: kids can light candles with their 
�ngers, discover Vlad's castle, turn things into bats, pick vampire �owers and feed baby bats!  

Vlad's Vampire Bats gets the balance between telling a story, with narration and clear text, and the 
interactive scenes, which allow children to make things happen on the screen. It's a vampire world not 
seen before: far from being dark and moody, kids will delight at the cute characters, brightly coloured 
scenes and graphic style.

About the Creator:
Matt Wasser is the creator of the Frosby character brand. Vlad’s Vampire Bats is the launch product of 
Frosby Studios, an interactive design company making quirky, educational apps for kids. Forthcoming 
apps include ‘Frosby Forest’: an environmental early learning app, and ‘Frosby Bees’: a fun, factual 
interactive app for schools. He lives and works in London, UK.

Matt Wasser wrote, illustrated, animated and programmed Vlad’s Vampire Bats entirely with Adobe’s 
Flash software, which now runs on Apple’s iOS platform, through the appstore. With Flash’s presence
on the web in decline, an exciting new medium has opened up where Flash can bene�t as a �exible
software platform on mobile touch screen devices. Frosby Studios is in the process of creating versions 
for Android, the BlackBerry Playbook tablet and Amazon’s new Kindle Fire. 
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
